My name is and [ am sending this letter to you to let you know that I
have been selected as one of the premier performers for the Oregon Crusaders Indoor Independent Percussion and Visual
Ensemble. OC Indoor consists of a select group of percussionists working together to send the Northwest’s best to Winter
Guard International Championships in Ohio. I have made it through the audition process and I am now rehearsing in
preparation for our 2016 competitive season.

OC Indoor is part of the Oregon Crusaders organization, a 501¢3 non-profit youth performing arts organization that
also includes the Oregon Crusaders Drum and Bugle Corps. We are a member of WGI (www.wgi.org) and we compete
throughout the region and country during the winter months. OCI consists of over 40 musicians between the ages of 16 and
22, who come from the Northwestern region. This is our eigth year in operation and we are the only independent indoor
percussion group in our area. OCI won the WGI PIA Gold Medal in 2009, the WGI PIO Bronze Medal in 2010, and in 2011
won Gold at the Union City Regional in PIO. The group was then promoted to PIW (the highest possible classification in
our activity) by WGI and has made the World Class Finals in Dayton three times.

OCI makes it possible for me to learn and perform at the highest level without having to relocate to another part of
the country.
